Crow Agency, Montana --

On Friday, May 13th Chairman Black Eagle vetoed a joint action resolution that he introduced.  The matter will be before the Legislature during the July Regular Session.  CLB 06-08 provides that a joint action resolution, as legislation, may be subject to a veto override.  If enacted into tribal law, the JAR would create four full-time tribal positions serving Crow military veterans, as well as office space for the Crow Office of Veterans Affairs ("COVA").  The JAR also seeks to establish an Executive Branch veterans’ advisory committee, comprised of a veteran representative from each of the six Reservation districts.
